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Gideon Wolfaardt is an environmental microbiologist and a Canada Research Chair in Biofilms and Interfaces. The central question of his work is to evaluate the degree that biofilms and the extracellular polymeric substances that they produce facilitate interactions between microbial communities and their physical, biological and chemical environment, and how this knowledge can be applied in engineered and industrial applications. Current projects include a variety of fundamental studies on biofilm form and function, as well as applied research on topics including wastewater treatment, microbial conversion of biomass, environmental behavior of pathogens, and the environmental fate and behaviour of genetically modified microbes.
