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Kathy’s clients include the National Academy of Sciences, National Association of Biology Teachers, Harrisburg University, and Muncy School District. 

She was Vice President for Educational Programs at the Biotechnology Institute located in Arlington, VA where she led the Institute’s major efforts to educate the public, especially youth, about the promise and challenge of biotechnology. She directed the sanofi-aventis International BioGENEius Challenge program that recognizes outstanding high school biotechnology research projects; the National Biotechnology Teacher-Leader Program that is trains biotechnology teacher-leaders at the middle and high school levels, and the Minority and Indigenous Fellows Program that identifies mentors from the biotechnology industry to mentor undergraduate and graduate students, post docs, and faculty from underrepresented universities and colleges interested in biotechnology careers. Publications attributed to her leadership while at the Institute include Your World magazine and the Teacher’s Resource Guide that accompanies Pfizer’s traveling museum exhibit Genome: The Secret of How Life Works.

Ms. Frame was the Director of Education for the National Association of Biology Teachers (NABT) for more than nine years.  While there, she served as writer and editor for more than a dozen publications.  Additionally, she wrote and administered several major grants funded by the National Science Foundation, the National Institutes of Health, and other organizations.  These programs promoted biotechnology training for teachers, partnerships between industry and educators, and science education for students.  She also edited Shoestring Biotechnology, a manual that offers teachers thoughtful, comprehensive classroom activities that promote hands-on student inquiry biotechnology activities at a low cost.  The manual was released in the fall of 2002 and remains an invaluable tool for the Biotechnology Institute’s teacher training efforts.
